Two sessions to contest: Haiku session and Speech session
Haiku session;

- Each participant must recite his/her favorite Haiku (up to 2 poems) in Japanese, and present an impression on the Haiku poem(s) in English and Arabic.  The contestant has seven minutes for the presentation.
- The participant must not choose the Haiku poems that were introduced in the last contest in March, 2004.
Speech session;

- A participant must choose one of the subjects; 「私の好きな場所」「人生で一番○○した日」、「日本／日本人といえば○○です」and present his/her own speech within seven minutes.
- The contestant must submit a translation of the speech saved in MS Word to the Embassy not later than Tuesday, 8 March.
Special entry:

- Those who stayed in Japan longer than a year may participate in the event, but are not entitled to win a prize.

- Those who won the first of the Japanese Speech Contest in Jordan for the past five years are not entitled to win a prize in the same category of the contest.
- The contestant who will join both Haiku and Speech session must participate in one the sessions with the special entry status.
