It is my great pleasure to be here today, on behalf of the Government and people of Japan, for the signing of the Exchange of Notes of the Project for Improvement of Airport Security Equipment at Queen Alia International Airport.

Security is one of the prerequisites for sustainable development and a most challenging issue to all nations around the world.
