Ladies and Gentlemen,
It is a great pleasure to sign, on behalf of the Government of Japan, the grant contract of the Project for　Supporting Construction　of Health 　Center in Ghal village, Diesah. Under Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects, the sum of approximately Ninety Three Thousand Three hundred Sixty One US Dollars (US$93,361), equivalent to Forty Six thousand Jordan Dinar (66,100JD) will be granted to Diesah Municipality.
I have learned that Diesah Municipality which consists of 5 villages is located to the northeast of Wadi Rum which is famous world wide as a touristic site. Today’s assistance will be used to build a Health Care Center in Ghal Village which is one of the 5 villages in Diesah Municipality. 
Japan promotes diplomacy with an emphasis on the perspective of human security. Human security is to endeavor to empower people and societies through NGOs and other civil societies so that individuals can enjoy self sufficient lives. This is a why we decided to provide assistance to the municipality.
The total amount of Japanese economic cooperation which has been extended to the people in Jordan for the last decades is more than 3 Billion US dollars (US$ 3,000,000,000), more than Two Billion Jordan Dinar (2,000,000,000 JD). We would like to make further efforts to help the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan so that Jordan could achieve its aspirations in improving the living standards of its people. I hope this assistance would further promote the existing significant partnership between our two countries. 

As for the health sector, the Japanese Government has supported the improvement of medical system in providing ambulances and equipment installed at various hospitals to enhance the accessibility to the medical care in all areas inside Jordan. We would like to continuously support this sector.
