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It is a great pleasure to sign, on behalf of the Government of
Japan, the grant contract of the Project for the Second Floor
Addition to the Moab Center for Special Education.

Under Japan’s Grant Assistance for Grassroots human Security
Projects, the sum of approximately_Ninety Six thousand Seven
Hundred Fifty One US Dollars (US$96.751), equivalent to Sixty Eight
Thousand Five Hundred Jordan Diner (68.500JD) will be granted to
Al-Khaldieh Charitable Society.

I have learned that Al-Khaldia Society has implemented many projects
such as job training for underprivileged people, the management of a
kindergarten for orphans as well as the special education center.

The total amount of the Japanese economic cooperation extended to
the people in Jordan for the last decades is more than 3 Billion US
dollars (US$ 3,000,000,000), more than Two Billion Jordan Dinar
(2,000,000,000 JD). We would like to make further efforts to help the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan so that Jordan could achieve its
aspirations in improving the living standards of its people. I hope this
assistance would further promote the existing significant partnership
between our two countries.

I would like to take this opportunity to express my deep appreciation
