Donation of Books on Japan to the Center of Strategic Studies

On 27 January 2021, 92 books has been donated from the Nippon Foundation,
Japan to the Center of Strategic Studies (CSS), University of Jordan, with attendance of
Mr. SHIMAZAKI Kaoru, Ambassador of Japan to Jordan and Prof. Zaid Eyadat, Director
of the CSS, under the Read Japan Project of the Nippon Foundation.
